Qualifications of Nominee:

1. Must be a certified, practicing full-time media specialist for at least five years and continues to work during the year in which the nomination is made.

2. Must be actively involved in one or more library/media associations on the county, state, or national level. Membership in NJASL is required.

3. Must show leadership in school by creating library/media policies and procedures that result in improvement of curriculum and classroom instruction in correlation with the New Jersey Core Curriculum.

4. Must have leadership in cooperative projects with other types of libraries and community groups which help to improve library services.

5. Must effectively interpret the school library/media role in conjunction with the New Jersey Core Curriculum to the staff, students, and community using sustained effort and worthy contributions toward school library media service.

6. Must have shown initiation of innovative approaches to problems, i.e. overcoming lack of space; indifference to the media program; getting increased funding for the media program; supporting reading programs and the use of technology.

7. Must have evidence of professional growth and involvement, i.e., listing

courses taken, conventions or workshops attended or taught by the nominee.
